SETTINGS
The primary DCS unit has a controller board on the drive. This board has

a bank of six dip switches on it to set the SCSI bus address of the drive.
The address settings are:

Address 0 Switch 3 on | All others off
Address 1 Switches 3 and 6 on All others off
Address 2 Switches 3 and 5 on All others off
Address 3 Switches 3,5,and 6 on All others off (Factory Setting)
Address 4 Switches 3 and 4 on All others off
Address 5 Switches 3,4, and 6 on All others off
Address © Switches 3,4,and 5 on All others off
Address 7 Switches 3,4,5, and 6 on |All others off

Both the primary and secondary drives have a bank of 4 jumpers labeled JBI.
One side of jumpers is labeled LUN 0 and LUN 1. The jumpers should be on the
LUN 0 side of the bank for the primary drive and on LUN 1 side for a
secondary drive.
